Directions for making butterflies

Here are suggested instructions for making your butterflies.  I have included patterns and two samples along with the red, white and blue foam.  Please return the samples and any extra materials when you send your completed butterflies.
The basic patterns can be done in any combination of red, white and blue.  For example: The butterflies can be red or blue or white, the stars can be red or blue or white, etc.  You can even change these patterns if you feel that you have a good idea that incorporates the three colors.  Do not put the white nameplate on the back.  I have already completed these and will attach them when I receive your finished butterflies.

Elmer’s glue, or other brands of white glue, is slow to dry.  You may find that you need to put some type of weight on the butterflies with the elongated center piece, because they have a tendency to lift up until they dry.

Please try and be as neat as possible because each one of these butterflies represents a life and we want to honor that life.

When you return the butterflies, you will be sent a list of soldiers that each one of your butterflies represents.  If you have collected any contributions to help cover the cost of the butterfly materials and the tree, you can include it with your return package.  Remember, contributions are not necessary for you to participate in this “Butterfly Tree” project.
